John was one of the cefounders of the Guelph Power
Squadron. | had the pleasure of talking with John Ham

mill the other day. The statement above reflects how he

felt about the Squadron in the early days.

In 1961 62, John was one of 26 guelphites, who suc-
cessfully completed the Piloting course, put on in
Guelph by the officers of the Kitchener-Waterloo
Squadron. On April 17, 1962, this group was granted a
Squadron Warrant.

In the early 19600s, the
