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2006/ 2007 was a challenging year for the 
Guelph Squadron Training Team. A low student 
turnout for our Graduation Ceremonies in May 
reflected the smaller than normal class sizes for 
the year. Al Hauff, who joined the training team 
as Squadron Training Officer in the spring, 
resigned in early June for health reasons. A 
special “thanks” to Al and the good news is that 
Al has recovered and is looking forward to the 
upcoming boating season. Soon afterwards, 
John Currie joined the Training Team as the 
Squadron Training Officer. The training season 
began with course registration on September 
13th, 2006. 
 
The “Basic Boating” course, the mainstay of the 
Squadron training program, started out with 15 
students, compared with 8 students the previous 
year. Of the 14 students who wrote the final 
exam, all were successful. The good news, our 
graduation class had doubled the previous year. 
 
The “Celestial Navigation” course, which began 
in September, 2005 continued into 2006 with 4 of 
the original 7 students. In February, 2007, 4 
students wrote the final exam and all were 
successful. 
 
A “Fundamentals of Weather” course began in 
January, 2007 with 12 students. 11 students 
wrote the final exam and all were successful. 
This compared with 4 students in the previous 
year. 
 
Boat Pro classes were held in February with a 
total of 5 students. 
 
A “Maritime Radio” course was held in early 
April, with 18 students successfully completing 
the course. 
 

The Squadron training team congratulates all 
students on their efforts and their commitment 
to safe boating. 
 
Student night was held on January 31st, with a 
good turnout. Del Cook presented a slide show 
of his cruise through the Trent-Severn canal, 
the Rideau Canal, down the Ottawa River to 
Montreal and his return to Lake Ontario via the 
St. Lawrence Seaway. Thanks to Al Hauff for 
organizing the evening and special thanks to 
Del Cook for his very informative presentation. 
 
Some other highlights of the past year include; 
the introduction of a “Practice Exam” for the 
“Basic Boating” course, the introduction of a 
formal student survey for the “Basic Boating” 
course and the inclusion of a short sit-down 
interview with new students at time of 
registration. The information gleaned from 
these exercises is expected to significantly 
assist in the planning of future training 
programs. Although the Squadron training plan 
is presented to the Bridge for one year at a 
time, it is important to keep in mind that the 
one year plan is based on a multi-year 
approach. For those of you who may have a 
little time to spare, being involved with the 
Squadron training program can be very 
rewarding and as well as a lot of fun. If 
interested, please contact a member of the 
training team.
